Soysa from Angoda recording 33.9 km/l bagged third place and was rewarded with a dinner for 4 at a star-class hotel. Prizes were also given out for the Tata Nano with the “Highest mileage”, “Best modified/accessorized car”, “Best maintained car” and “Highest number of services done at DIMO”. All drivers received several consolation prizes and certificates of participation.
